University of San Diego Resident Apartments 

The apartment housing provided by 
the University for its students is un­
usual, if not unique. 

Unlike the domitory facilities of most 
schools, the male student housing here 
offers separate living quarters with 
kitchens, living rooms, and even a pa tio 
terrace. The advantages are obvious: 
isolation for study, privacy for relaxa­
tion and facilities for cooking their own 
meals, if the students wish. There are 
thirty-eight such apartments on the 
school campus. Each has a single story 
height, placed along five stepped ter­
races to a row with the exception of the 
top where there are six.

Ever since the adoption of football in 1956 the University of 
San Diego has had the distinction of being the only Catholic College 
on the West Coast to field a football team. 

Beginning his first year as head football coach, Mike Pecaro­
vich fielded a te am that consisted of 15 returning lettermen and 24 
freshmen. Because USD's enrollment is below 750 students, it is 
allowed to have freshmen on its varsity. Next year the blue and 
white will be represented by 25 returning lettermen. 

The new stadium being under construction, home games were 
played at Westgate Park and Balboa Stadium, where the Pioneers 
played a freelance schedule that included some of the top small 
college and military ball clubs in the country. Among these were 
Whittier, Humboldt State, San Francisco State and Marine Corps 
Recruit Depot. 

USD has accumulated 21 wins, 18 losses, and 1 tie for five 
seasons of intercollegiate football. Though small in size and young 
in years, it hopes to attain the gridiron prowess that will make it 
nationally known.
